To receive the Trained patch a leader must complete all the courses marked with “X” for their position.

What is Required and What does Required mean

· Fast Start training, to be completed immediately after a new leader registers and before meeting with any youth member, 

· Youth Protection Training, to be repeated every two years, 

· “This Is Scouting” and 

· Leader Specific training, which is based on the leader's unit-level position. 

As of 2011 all Leaders must be trained within one year of becoming a leader.  This also means within 1 year of changing positions (except Wolf to Bear Den Leader).  A leader will not be able to be registered on the Unit’s 2011 Re-Charter if the Leader is not recorded in Scout Net as having been trained in the required courses.

Training Records

Council maintains the official records.   In order for your records to be accurately recorded in ScoutNet you need to include your BSA Identification Number.  This number can be found on the BSA ID card that is issued every year when Re-Charter is completed and given back to the unit.  The number will remain the same throughout your Scouting career unless there is a break in registration (you are unregistered for one or more years) or you transfer to another council.  The number can also be found in the Re-Charter Website data or can be retrieved by your District Executive.  You Unit may also have it if they are recording it while using tracking software like PackMaster.

Personal Records

You should keep your own records of training.  Most On-Line and Instructor Led courses issues some kind of completion certificate.  Most are in similar in shape to baseball cards and can easily be kept in a note book using baseball card holder inserts.

The Pack Trainer

Your Pack Trainer should be notified when you complete training so they can record the training and the date completed in whatever they are using to track leader training records.
Council/District
Council or District Instructor Led training will issue a certificate when a training course is completed.  They should also be recording the same information on a Training Attendance form which is forwarded to Council and entered into ScoutNet.
On-Line

Most of these courses will issue some sort of certificate when completed, but unless a BSA ID was entered when you started the on-line course, the record may not get properly recorded in Scout Net.  Generally an effort is made to match your name in the system, but unless an exact match can be found, someone else may get credit for your training or it may not get recorded at all.  You can ensure it gets recorded by taking your copy of the training certificate to council.

There are two important parts of BSA’s Leadership Training Recognition plan: to honor demonstrated performance and tenure of trained leaders in all areas of the Scouting program involving units, and to encourage others to become trained.  Trained leaders may apply for the knot appropriate to their program level by filling out the Progress Record for that award. The application should be forwarded to the District Executive to be reviewed by the district training committee for approval; recognition typically occurs at a district event, often a Roundtable.
All of the awards require the completion of Fast Start Training, Basic Leader Training for the position, Youth Protection training, and participation in roundtables or a Pow Wow or University of Scouting. Some require additional supplemental training. One or two years of registered service in the appropriate position is a requirement for each award, and tenure used for one award may not be used for another.

West, who is said to have chosen it for its use as the knot associated with first aid, thereby reminding scouts to continue to be of service to others
