What’s the Next Step

These steps are in no particular order, but getting to them will put you well on your way to feeling comfortable, informed, and ready for the fun and satisfaction of being a scout leader.

1. Take the On-Line fast Start on the Council Website (under Training)

2. Visit the Council Scout Shop (or the Mesa store). 

a. Pick up the Scout book for your level

b. For Cubs pick up the Program helps, for Boy Scouts pick up the Troop Program Features (any volume will be useful)

c. Buy a uniform and necessary patches

d. Take a look at all the items available to help you be successful.  Don’t buy yet as your unit may have a library of these items or other leaders will share their copies.

3. Contact your Committee Chair or another Scout Leader in your unit and get:

a. The Unit Calendar

b. A Unit Phone list

c. All information from the last Committee meeting

4. Ask another leader to borrow their last Scouting Magazine.  It will have the latest Scout Leader Helps for the month, a menu for things to do at den meetings, troop meetings etc. Read it cover to cover.  Even the Ads, there is a lot of help and stuff in there!

5. Sign up for Training.  You can’t be too trained. It will take you from doing it the hard way to doing it the easy way.

6. Go to Roundtable!  The best two hours you will spend all month.  Up to date information as well as lots of people who have been there, done that, and are loving it!

7. Hit the Internet.

8. Enjoy yourself.  Leading is not work.  It’s a journey; it’s an experience, its what you make of it.
