The Stone Lodge

This building is about 20 ft. by 30 ft.  With a large fireplace.  Seating is generally  set up through 6 picnic tables.  This room can accommodate up to 50 people comfortably.

The Foresman Center

This Octagonal open air room can easily accommodate up to 75 people with  several folding tables and chairs to accommodate every need. Amenities are in the same building including a kitchen facility.  The center is lighted for night activities.

Large Amphitheater

This facility has a large stage area with a central fire pit.  Special lighting controls provide opportunities for fantastic ceremonies.  The stage also has a screen for slide and motion picture shows.  Seating capacity is 500 people.

Small Amphitheater

While not as well equipped as the main amphitheater, this facility has a large stage area and central fire pit.  Seating capacity is 200 people.

The Rotary Ramada is a large ramada in the Activity field area that can accommodate large groups of 80 to 100 for picnics, training and other activities.  The Lions Ramada, also located in the Activity Field has two picnic tables and a raised charcoal/fire bar-b-que.  Ramada Grande also has a bar-b-que with seating capacity to 180 around a central courtyard.

The Pool

The junior olympic size pool is excellent for aquatic activities and requirements.  (A BSA or Red Cross certified lifeguard is required for all aquatics activities.)

The Shooting Ranges

The Heard also has a 20 point rifle range and 10 point archery range  which can be reserved through Council for Merit Badge  and NRA Junior Olympic programs.  The facilities provide equipment and certified instructors.  (Fee required.)

Campsites

The camp has 18 campsites accommodating up to 20 people at each site.  The camp also has three remote campsites for backpacking scouters.  Many of the campsites have covered ramadas with picnic tables for cooking, eating and training.  Water, flush toilets and clean up facilities are strategically located around the camp

Activity Field

The Heard has two large open fields which can be used for field sport activities and scout craft activities.  There are also poles and a court area for volleyball and a full size basketball court.  Sports equipment can be checked out from the Campmasters.

Programs at the Heard

The Heard has long served as the Grand Canyon Council’s meeting center.  Along with various Council, District and committee meetings, the Heard plays host to OA Conferences, University of Scouting, District Camporees, and other special events.

Training is a major use of the Heard.  With several meeting and activity rooms in the Pueblo building, The Stone Lodge, Foresman Center and 2 large amphitheaters, The Heard can fit most any type of training facility requirements.  The camp is host to Adult Leader Training and Junior Leader Training for several districts.  It is also the home for Weekend Woodbadge.  The Wipala Wiki Kiva has been significantly renovated to include small outdoor breakout areas around its perimeter.  Ramadas around the camp add to the facilities for various program needs.

The Heard also has a 20 point rifle range and 10 point archery range  which can be reserved through Council for Merit Badge  and NRA Junior Olympic programs.  The facilities provide equipment and certified instructors.  A small fee per scout funds these programs. 

COPE and Aquatic programs are also available through Council reservations.  COPE programs are available for scouts 14 and older and require a small fee per scout.

The Campmasters offer an Advancement and Camping Fast Start designed around Tenderfoot, Second Class and First Class rank requirements.  Call Council for the Campmaster contact person.


Activities at the HeardThe Heard has many facilities and features that make for a fun and active day for all ages. Work on virtually all rank advancement can be done at the camp.  Ramadas and breakout sites all around the camp provide excellent training and working environments.  The camp also has a Nature Trail, Orienteering Course and equipment for knots and lashing.  The pool can be used for swimming requirements.  The trail system can be used for hiking safety demonstration or mapping.  Conservation work fulfills the second class community service requirement.  

Merit Badge work can also be accomplished at the Heard.  Aquatics merit badges, Camping, Nature  and many other badges can be worked on through the facilities at the Heard.  The Campmasters can provide specialists to help in any of these activities.

For those wishing just a fun weekend, one day or afternoon will find a wealth of ideas.  The Nature Trail, hiking trails, pool and other facilities are also available for fun day use.  The camp also has two large amphitheaters for formal campfire programs. 

Service Projects

The Heard is constantly changing and improving through the efforts of volunteers.  Projects from simple conservation to bridges and buildings are needed at the camp.  Your scouts can place their mark on the Heard, by taking on a 1 hour or all day project.  Service hours count for rank advancement (except Eagle.)


The Campmasters

The Campmasters are your weekend hosts.  As you sign in with a Campmaster, he or she will inform you of current information about the Heard, camp rules and how to get to your campsite or program facility.  The Campmasters also schedule the use of camp activity areas such as the Nature Trail, Basketball court, other available facilities. The Campmasters can also provide program specialists to assist groups in a variety of Scout Craft skills such as Pioneering (build a Monkey Bridge!), Camping, Cooking (dutch oven, cooking over coals, camp culinary skills,  etc.)  Each Campmaster  is a long time scouter and can also assist  with your plans for the day.  They also run the Trading Post where you and your scouts can purchase, soft drinks and candy as well as the Heard Pueblo patch and segments or a Heard Pueblo mug. Don’t forget to invite your friendly Campmaster for dinner or campfire!

The Facilities at the Heard

The Pueblo Building
The Pueblo Building has a full featured kitchen and 4 rooms that can be used for meeting, training, or sleeping.  Each room is square shaped with 12 feet on each side.  Each accommodates  from 15 to 25 people depending upon the activity.
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
